


Where Can I Play Plus?Provided you are 18 years of age or over, you can play Plus at any National Lottery Lotto Agent. The game is available seven days a week from 7am to 10pm.

How Do I Claim A Prize?Your ticket is a bearer instrument, so treat it as if it were cash. It is the only valid proof of a game played and must be presented to claim a prize. The holder of a winning ticket can win in only oneprize category per single play per Plus Draw. Match 3 prizes will be 
paid by any National Lottery Lotto Agent. Some Agents may also pay Match 4 prizes. An Post Company Office Prize Claim Centres guarantee payment of Match 4 prizes. The top prize of €500,000 must be presented for payment at the National Lottery, Abbey Street Lower, Dublin 1. All prizes, with the exception of the top prize, 

may also be claimed, at claimant’s risk, by posting to the National 
Lottery, Abbey Street, Lower, Dublin 1. All prizes must be claimed within 90 days of the draw date for which the ticket is valid. ALL PRIZES ARE TAX FREE.

Prize Limits?
The National Lottery will apply an overall prize fund limit of €3million for each Plus draw. Each game comprises one draw with three categories of prizes in each draw. Limits may apply to the total prizes paid for each of the three categories. Winners in the affected prize categories will share equally the prize fund determined for that category. On average the total prize pool for any one Plus game is equal to 54.18% of sales entered for that draw.

Rules and Regulations 

Tickets must not be sold to persons under the age of 18 years. The National Lottery, its Agents 

or Contractors, shall not be responsible for lost or stolen tickets. Players acknowledge that 

National Lottery Lotto Agents are acting on their behalf in entering plays into the National 

Lottery computer system. Only the plays recorded by the central computer system participate 

in the game. The National Lottery accepts no responsibility for tickets cancelled in error, or 

where the apparent numbers on a ticket disagree with numbers on file at the central 

computer for that ticket. The National Lottery reserves the right to 

modify the prize structure, frequency of draws, draw dates or 

the game itself.

By playing the game, a player agrees to abide by the 

National Lottery Rules and Regulations in effect at the time 

the play is made.

Can I Play Plus Using Quick Pick?

Yes, simply ask the Agent for the number of EuroMillions Quick Pick panels that 

you wish to play and tell them that you also want to play Plus. The terminal will 

print out your ticket with randomly selected numbers and “PLUS YES” will be 

printed under the logo. Alternatively, you may mark the Quick Pick box in the 

EuroMillions panels you wish to play and then simply mark the Plus box also. 

You will then be automatically entered for the Plus Draw.

Advance Play
The Advance Play facility also applies to Plus. If you have played EuroMillions 

using Advance Play and you have also played Plus, your ticket will be valid 

for both the EuroMillions and Plus Draws for the following 2,3 or 4 draws as 

selected. Your Advance Play ticket will clearly show the number of draws you 

are entered for and the inclusive set of dates that apply to your ticket. If you 

win a prize in any one EuroMillions or Plus draw you can claim it in the usual 

way. On doing so, you will be issued with an Exchange ticket to cover the

remaining draws for which you have already entered.
